DeBoyer: Yes, November

Krueger: Unbudgeted expense has to come from Fund Balance

Turner: Most of the niches we have sold in the last two years

DeBoyer: The cemetery does not have many lots left, maybe five or six years of grave capacity left.

Turner: We can amend the budget
