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7. OLD BUSINESS

1. Park Update

Thompson: Water Park opened July 4th weekend thanks to Jay and Clay Township Fire Department. Closed off Taft Road and fed the pumps with a 4” fire hose; it was awesome.  Right now running with a 2” line, means we can only run about four of the features at one time.  Jeff Horner informed me we have preliminary approval from the DEQ for the tanks, think they are going to come in next week and they are going to put them in.

Johnson: How come it took so long?

Thompson: They didn’t think it would take so long to get through the DEQ.  Didn’t want to put the tanks in yet in case the DEQ said they wouldn’t take those tanks or they wanted a different configuration.

Little: Park is being fed with City water?

Thompson: Yes it is.  Don’t know if it is being metered right now.

Little: Do we shut it down at night?

Thompson: Yes, I believe it is from 7 am to 11 pm.  

Johnson: Will they have the tanks done this year?

Thompson: Plan to have it done by the end of July.  

Discussion on how the water park works

Thompson: Everything went well with the Lions.  The only thing didn’t have was volleyball tournament.  Horseshoe tournament had seven teams on Saturday and six teams on Sunday.  The Beer tent went well, no problems.  Want to commend Jay, he was on vacation and he was there more than I was there.  Once Water Park is up and running it is pretty much automatic.  Township Board put in the money and put in the additional parking.  Only negative feedback I heard was the horseshoe times, different times were listed.

2. Sidewalk Update

Thompson: Been rough graded.  Taken out five trees, putting in some 6” pipes for drainage, work being done on guardrail and signs.  

Little: Why bikes on the path in St. John’s marsh, but not on the sidewalk?

Thompson: Not a designated bike path

Wagner:  May have to talk about after it’s rented someone check on it and we pay them.

Little: Thought there was going to be a monitor camera.  

Johnson: I have $10,000 worth of cameras, it doesn’t do anything 

Little: Monitoring kids is different

Thompson: Talked to Chief Drake and he is putting together a program but haven’t seen anything.

Little: Are we going to post hours?

Thompson: Yes, we will have a bulletin board with hours and rules

Wagner: Noticed some bigger kids on some of the equipment; maybe should post for kids under 12.

Thompson: You are going to get that.  People want to know how far they are walking, going to mark that.
